· In the glossary, the concrete differences between “Unilateral coercive measures” and “unilateral measures” could be further clarified, and if possible, examples could be included. 
· The term “retorsions” is used under the definition of unilateral sanctions. Could this term also be added to the glossary?
· Similarly, it is not clear what the term “de-risking” means in this context and how it relates to over-compliance. It would be great if the glossary could further elaborate on these issues. 
· The term “humanitarian carve-outs” are used only in the reference to unilateral sanctions, but it could be added that recently, also in connection Security Council sanctions measures, pursuant to its resolution 2664 (2022), which instituted a cross-cutting standing humanitarian exemption.
