Responses of sports federations on violence against women and girls in sport to the report of the 79th session of the UN General Assembly to the account


What are the different forms of violence that women and girls in sports may experience (e.g. physical, psychological, economic, online violence, coercive control, as well as extreme form of discrimination that amounts to violence)?

Physical violence, psychological violence, bullying, discrimination, harassment, sexual violence.

What human rights of women and girls in sports are violated as a result of the exposure of women and girls in sports to violence or the risk of violence?

In the context of the above-mentioned various forms of violence against women and girls in sports, the constitutional rights of citizens are violated, including the right to respect for the dignity of a citizen, the right to freely express one's views and beliefs, the right to personal life, the right to free development of one's individuality and the right to freedom and personal integrity.


Which groups of women and girls in sports are more exposed to violence and on what grounds?

Depending on the situation, psychological stability and moral norms in the team, different groups of women and girls may be subjected to violence: the poor, children from single-parent families, internally displaced persons, orphans, children and women who show high or low performance in sports. Moral status, social insecurity, the desire to achieve the goal in any way, even through own humiliation, and receiving a positive attitude from the side of the coach, often become grounds for potential violence against such athletes.









What measures do State and non-State actors have in place to ensure that incidents of violence against women and girls in sports can be effectively reported, and that they are thoroughly investigated and sanctioned?

In order to guarantee the effective reporting of cases of violence against women and girls in sports, their thorough investigation and punishment of the perpetrators, governmental and non-governmental organizations can take the following measures:
· Develop a clear policy and procedure for reporting and thoroughly investigating incidents of violence. These policies should include mechanisms to ensure confidentiality and protect victims of violence.
· Necessarily conduct training and information campaigns for athletes, coaches, administrators and other participants of the sports environment regarding the procedures for reporting (informing) and investigating cases of violence.
· Necessarily provide free access to the mechanism of reporting (informing) about cases of violence in sports.
· Give victims of violence access to psychological support, legal aid and other services.
· Ensure thorough investigation of cases of violence and punishment of perpetrators in accordance with the law and established norms.
· Conduct monitoring of the situation with violence in sports and publishing regular reports on detected cases, investigations and punishment of the guilty.
· Cooperate with international sports organizations, human rights organizations and other stakeholders to share experiences and best practices in combating violence in sports.

To what extent are women and girls in sport, as well as the associations that represent them being effectively involved and consulted in the design and implementation of policies that are meant to end severe discrimination and violence against women and girls in sport at the national, regional, and international level?

Women and girls, as well as the associations that represent them, can be effectively involved in the development and implementation of policies to ensure the fight against severe discrimination and violence against women and girls in sport at different levels (national, regional and international). These mechanisms make it possible to effectively take into account the needs and opinions of women and girls in sports when developing and implementing policies aimed at creating a safe and equal environment for all participants in sports activities. For example, representation of women in authorities and associations, holding regular consultation meetings, forums and dialogues with women and girls in sports and their representatives to discuss issues related to discrimination and violence; formation of special working groups or committees with representatives of women and girls to participate in the development and implementation of policies to combat discrimination and violence in sports; conduction of gender analysis and taking into account gender aspects in all aspects of the development and implementation of sports policy; financing and support of women's sports initiatives and projects aimed at improving the status of women and girls in sports, combating violence and discrimination; and finally, the involvement of women's human rights organizations in cooperation in order to develop and implement effective measures to combat violence and discrimination in sports.

Please provide examples of good practice that have been adopted by State and non-State actors with regards to ending violence against women and girls in sports?

Given the importance of combating violence against women and girls in sport, many governmental and non-governmental organizations are implementing various programs and initiatives. For example, some sports associations and federations are already establishing clear norms of zero tolerance for any form of violence in sports. Certain organizations develop training programs for coaches, athletes and other participants in the sports environment to identify, prevent and respond to violence. These programs include information on women's rights, procedures for reporting violence and support for victims. Often, sports organizations and government entities actively collaborate with human rights organizations to improve the monitoring, investigation and prevention of violence in sports.
Thus, the International Volleyball Federation has established clear norms of zero tolerance for any form of violence in sports. The organization has developed a Code of Conduct for players, coaches, referees and other participants, which contains provisions on zero tolerance for violence, discrimination and unethical behavior. An educational program that raises awareness among coaches, athletes, judges, and team personnel about the problems of violence and methods of its prevention requires special attention. A sports safety policy has been developed that sets standards at all volleyball events to ensure participants are protected from potentially dangerous situations.
Also, the International Volleyball Federation actively cooperates with international human rights and sports organizations to share experience and develop best practices in the field of combating violence.


Please provide recommendations as to how violence against women and girls in sport can be prevented and what needs to be done to better respond to the needs of survivors of such violence?

To begin with, the establishment of a specialized committee or government commission to consider the prevention and response to violence in sports and to develop clear rules and procedures aimed at preventing and responding to violence. These rules should include mechanisms for notification, investigation and punishment of the guilty. On the basis of newly created or amended legal acts, inclusion in the ranks of representatives of women's committees of federations for the purpose of developing a prevention and counteraction strategy, early informing all involved subjects and creating an algorithm of actions in the event of a precedent.
Identify a representative from each sports federation or start a committee that will deal with the implementation of the rules and monitor their implementation.
Create training programs that should include training coaches, athletes, administrators and other participants in the sports movement about violence, its signs and consequences. This will help create a culture of safety and support.
Create and provide unimpeded access to hotlines and online platforms where women and girls can safely and anonymously report incidents of violence and receive the necessary support and counseling.
Create support mechanisms for women and girls who are victims of violence in sports, including access to psychological, medical and legal assistance.
Cooperation and active involvement of law enforcement and human rights organizations in investigation, punishment, support of victims of violence and protection of their rights.
It is important to monitor situations of violence in sports and regularly publish reports on identified cases, investigations and punishment of perpetrators.
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
