1. In October 2023, the Ministry of Women launched the Brazil Without Misogyny Initiative. 
2. The Brazil Without Misogyny Initiative was launched in October by the Ministry of Women, promoting a national mobilization of all sectors of society to confront misogyny – a term that defines hatred and repulsion against women – and encourages each partner, especially companies, to promote information campaigns and actions with the aim of building equality, eliminating femicide and domestic and sexual violence, and promoting a work environment free of discrimination throughout the national territory. 
3. At the launch, more than 100 institutions and companies joined the action. Some ministries have also joined the Brazil Without Misogyny Initiative, such as the Ministry of Transport, the Ministry of Culture, the Ministry of Tourism, and the Ministry of Sports, which have signed a Technical Cooperation Agreement with the Ministry for specific purposes.
4. In the agreement with the Ministry of Sports, it is based on the understanding that the practice of football sports includes different modalities, such as field soccer, futsal and beach soccer, and has a high male presence. 
5. Despite the significant increase in women's participation in football sports, this field still has strong reflections of male domination, which includes an arsenal of intense and continuous violence against women. Stadiums, fields, courts, clubs, guilds, and football associations, among other football environments, are considered oppressive spaces that challenge the inclusion and performance of women.
6. Among the actions that have already started in the states is the presence in soccer games in state championships, where we enter the field with the players with a SOCCER WITHOUT MISOGYNY banner. This action will be expanded during the National Brazilian Championship – series A and B. 
7. This action is justified either because football is the favorite sport of 70% of Brazilians, or because of the data on domestic violence on football day. 
8. According to the survey "Violence Against Women and Football", conceived by the Avon Institute and commissioned to the Brazilian Forum on Public Security[1], the reports of occurrences for threats against women in five Brazilian capitals increase by 23.7% when the city's team plays - this is what the survey "Violence Against Women and Football" showed, designed by the Avon Institute and commissioned to the Brazilian Forum on Public Security.
9. On days when one of the city's teams plays, the number of police reports of threats against women increases by 23.7%. Cases of bodily injury increased by 20.8%. And notifications of bodily injury increase by 25.9% on days when the team's match takes place in the city itself. 
10. The study revealed that police reports due to threats are the majority among women aged 30 and 49 in São Paulo and Rio de Janeiro, with percentages of 49.7% and 49.6%, respectively, followed by Belo Horizonte, with 48% of records. In the analysis of occurrences due to physical aggression, the most affected age group is women between 18 and 29 years old, mainly in Porto Alegre, whose percentage corresponds to 37.4% of the cases. São Paulo comes next, with 36.3%, followed by Rio de Janeiro (35.9%) and Belo Horizonte (35.4%).
11. The racial profile of the occurrences is led by black women in Salvador and Belo Horizonte, who correspond to more than half of the records for threats and aggressions. In the capital of Bahia, the rate exceeds 80%. In Rio de Janeiro, on the other hand, they represent 5 out of 10 women. 
12. The Technical Cooperation Agreement consists of the joint action and mutual support of the Ministry of Women and the Ministry of Sports, and civil society, so that girls and women have the right to participate in the football world, recreational and professional spheres, and as a way of confronting violence against this group in football environments, especially in football fields and stadiums.
13. In addition, it seeks to give visibility to a group of women that has grown a lot in recent years, who are those who go to football stadiums. This was a demand presented by the fans during the Amazon Dialogues, promoted by the Ministry of Women. Women fans fight for safety, fight against sexism, harassment and for adequate structure, such as bathrooms, changing rooms, specialized police stations, female security guards or prepared for such.

15. Comprehensively, SENEV has been making efforts to rebuild the national policy to combat violence against women. In this sense, on 8 March 8 2023, through Decree No. 11.431, the Ministry of Women resumed the Women Living Without Violence Program, with the proposal to act jointly and strategically with other ministries, as well as state governments, to improve and speed up the care of women in situations of violence. The initiative includes actions for the implementation of new units of the Brazilian Women's House, the strengthening of the Call 180 - Women's Service Center, the implementation of continuous awareness campaigns, among others. 
16. The guidelines of the Women Living Without Violence Program are:
17. I - Integration of services offered to women in situations of violence; II - Transversality of gender, race and ethnicity in public policies; III - co-responsibility among federal entities; IV - Promotion of women's autonomy and the guarantee of equal rights; V - Humanized and comprehensive care for women in situations of violence, respecting the principles of human dignity, non-discrimination and non-revictimization; VI Provision of transportation to women in situations of violence to access the services of the specialized care network, when not integrated; and VII - guarantee and promotion of the rights of women in situations of violence, including the rights to justice, truth and memory.
18. The Program will be developed mainly through the following actions: I - Implementation of units of the Brazilian Women's House, which consist of public spaces where the main specialized and multidisciplinary services for women in situations of violence will be concentrated, in accordance with the guidelines established by the Ministry of Women; II - Restructuring of the Women's Service Center - Call 180; III organization, integration and humanization of care for victims of sexual violence, from the perspective of non-revictimization; IV - Implementation of mobile units to assist and guide women in situations of violence, in places that do not offer specialized services or are difficult to access; V - Expansion and strengthening of measures to prevent and combat femicide; and VI - Promotion of educational measures and continuous awareness campaigns to confront all forms of violence against women.
19. The Brazilian Women's Houses (CMB), of the Women Living Without Violence Program, are a space for humanized and specialized care for women in situations of domestic violence, bringing together in the same place specialized services for the most diverse types of violence against women: reception and screening; psychosocial support; police station; Court; Public Prosecutor's Office, Public Defender's Office; promotion of economic autonomy; child care – playroom; transit accommodation and transport center. 
20. There are currently 10 CMBs in operation in Brazil: Campo Grande (MT), São Luís (MA), Curitiba (PR), Fortaleza (CE), São Paulo (SP), Boa Vista (RR), Brasília (DF), Salvador (BA), Teresina (PI) and Ananindeua (PA). The goal is to build 40 houses by 2026.
21. On the other hand, Call 180 - Women's Service Center, of the Women Living Without Violence Program, is a reporting channel that offers information on rights and guarantees of rights, as well as on specialized services for women in situations of violence. The call center is being restructured to serve the women who come to it in a more humanized and comprehensive way. There was an increase in the number of attendants, which now totals 381, and the call center team is now composed only of women. 
22. The Call 180 - Women's Service Center is being restructured by the Ministry of Women to increase service by 100% by 2027, compared to the services provided in 2023.
23. In addition to the Women Living Without Violence Program, the National Pact for the Prevention of Femicides (PNPF) was established on August 16, 2023, by Decree No. 11,640/2023, with the purpose of preventing all forms of discrimination, misogyny, and gender violence against women through intersectoral government actions, with a gender perspective and its intersectionalities. To this end, intersectoral and cross-cutting government actions will be implemented, along with the Action Plan, with a view to preventing violent deaths of women due to gender inequality and guaranteeing the rights and access to justice of women in situations of violence and their families. The National Pact for the Prevention of Femicides proposes paradigm shifts in the prevention of femicides, with primary, secondary and tertiary prevention as structuring axes.
Art. 4 The structuring axes of the National Pact for the Prevention of Femicides are:
I - primary prevention – actions designed to prevent violence from happening and aimed at changing attitudes, beliefs and behaviours to eliminate gender stereotypes, promote a culture of respect and non-tolerance of discrimination, misogyny and gender-based violence and their intersectionalities, and to build gender equality relations,  formal and informal education actions are involved, with the participation of the sectors of education, culture, sports, communication, health, justice, public security, social assistance, labor and employment, among others;
II - secondary prevention - actions planned for early and qualified intervention aimed at preventing the repetition and aggravation of discrimination, misogyny and gender-based violence and their intersectionalities, developed through networks of specialized and non-specialized services in the sectors of public security, health, social assistance and justice, among others,  and supported with the use of new tools for identifying, assessing and managing risk situations, protecting women and holding perpetrators of violence accountable; and 
III - tertiary prevention – actions designed to mitigate the effects of discrimination, misogyny and gender-based violence and their intersectionalities and to promote the guarantee of rights and access to justice through reparation measures, including programmes and policies that address the integrality of human rights and guarantee access to health, education, security, justice, work, housing, among others.
Sole paragraph. The reparation measures referred to in item III of the caput include the right to memory, truth and fair accountability of aggressors and financial reparations to surviving victims and indirect victims.

24. The National Pact for the Prevention of Femicides is an instrument for articulating and operationalizing the objectives, guidelines and principles described in the National Policy to Combat Violence against Women. The States, the Federal District and the Municipalities may adhere to the National Pact for the Prevention of Femicides through specific instruments to be signed with the Ministry of Women, with the respective action plans, in line with the guidelines, objectives and principles of the National Policy to Combat Violence against Women and the structuring axes of the National Pact for the Prevention of Femicides provided for in this Decree. The state, district or municipal secretariats, or the body responsible for women's policies, will be the bodies responsible for coordinating the action plan in their respective spheres of government, in dialogue and articulation with the National Secretariat for Combating Violence against Women of the Ministry of Women.
25. As provided for in Decree No. 11,640/2023, a Management Committee composed of 10 Ministries was established within the scope of the PNPF, plus the Civil House of the Presidency of the Republic, whose work is coordinated by this SENEV. Based on the National Pact for the Prevention of Femicides and the Women Living Without Violence Program, the Ministry of Women coordinates and articulates the implementation of cross-cutting measures within the scope of national policy, involving various federal government departments, as well as states, the Federal District, and municipalities.
26.
