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HRTBS - Human Rights Treaty Bodies System 
All UN Treaty bodies are forming the UN HR Treaty Bodies System ( HRTBS)  that should under the proposed master calendar periodically examine implementation of respective human rights treaties. 
HRTBS as a part of the UN HR system
The main aim of this HRTBS is the implementation of human rights treaties and for that purpose the HRTBS should be a core part of the whole UN Human Rights System  that should stronger support and integrate the work of treaty bodies in the whole UN system.
From periodic to permanent work, professional and independent experts  
In this HRTBS allocation of the meeting time, financial resources and staff  for each treaty body should be objectively assessed and based on its mandate under the respective HR treaty and needs of the State parties ( numbers that ratified it). Such HRTBS would lead to the need for increased  professionalism and independence of treaty bodies experts. In a long run some treaty bodies  should work as a permanent treaty  bodies in which experts are available to work as a treaty bodies experts for their full mandate ( like ACABQ model ) .
Harmonization of working methods and meetings with State parties 
Harmonization  of working methods should continue as an ongoing process with the aim to make the whole HRTBS more coherent and credible in terms of its accessibility and efficiency and similar work with all stakeholders, especially NGOs , UN agencies,  UNCTs and Parliaments.  Regular meetings with States parties should be part of the working methods. 
Harmonization of substantive issues and coherent concluding observations and General Recommendations 
Cooperation between treaty bodies on a common substantive issues should be further strengthened and simplified. All treaty bodies concluding observations addressing the same human rights deficit in the same State party should refer to and complement each other in order to give a clear guidance to the State Parties. For the same purpose a simplified Joint general Recommendations on thematic issues should be used.   Special Rapporteurs could also contribute and join in. The main idea is to provide State Parties with a substantive Joint General recommendation that will interlink protection and obligation all human rights treaties in order to strengthen their implementation at the national level.
Follow - up at the national level , stronger role for Parliaments and UNCTs 
Follow – up procedure at the national level should be  an additional tool  for the implementation of the HR treaties as well as the Concluding observations  by the State parties. These national follow-up mechanisms should provide a format for a continuation of the interaction between the Treaty bodies under their follow-up processes and UNCTs with  the State party with the aim to maximize the implementation of the concluding observations. National follow -up procedure should be an implementation tool with the aim to avoid inaction of State parties between reporting cycles. The OHCHR Technical assistance should be offered to developing countries for implementation of the Concluding observations with a priority focus to the implementation of Follow-up recommendations of concluding observation.  
Role of the Parliament should be crucial to raise visibility of the implementation process at the national level.
Stronger support by the OHCHR and other UN Agencies like UN Women, UNDP. UNICEF, UNFPA, WHO, UNHCR, ILO, IOM and others to all implementation procedures relevant to their mandates should be essential part of this process as well as and their meaningful connection with a provision of the technical assistance that would include members of treaty bodies and Special Rapporteurs on a regular basis. 
Petition Chambers and the Inquiry chamber under the HRTBS
All treaty bodies with the petitions procedure should work as a different chambers under thief respective treaties and mandates. Procedural rules related to their work and under their mandate should be harmonized what would lead to a coherent and credible petition mechanism. 
The CEDAW inquiry procedure under its Optional protocol should be serviced by the UN Petition unit or other specialized Unit in the TB Division in order to strengthen the  full utilization and development of its potential.
