In the frame of the second Universal Periodic Review of Switzerland by the UN Human Rights Council, 
forty-seven Swiss NGOs active in the field of human and fundamental rights as well as in other spe-
cialized domains have worked in a coalition to submit this joint report on the human rights situation 
in Switzerland. 

The Report aims to identify the main priorities and key recommendations to enhance respect for the 
human rights in Switzerland.  

The information contained in this report are the result of a wide consultation and reflects the various 
perspectives of the member organizations of the coalition1.
