· Does the Government of the Dominican Republic intend to ratify the Convention relating to the Status of Stateless Persons, the Convention on the Reduction of Statelessness and the International Convention for the Protection of all Persons from Enforced Disappearance?
· Which enforceable procedures are at the disposal of human rights defenders to ensure thorough, prompt and independent investigations into reports of threats and other human rights violations against these human rights defenders, and bring to justice those suspected of criminal responsibility for such crimes?
· Does the Government of the Dominican Republic consider to issue a standing invitation to thematic special procedures?
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
