ADVANCE QUESTIONS TO CAMBODIA (SECOND BATCH)
SLOVENIA
· We welcome the promotion of the principle ''education for all'' by increasing opportunities of receiving equitable education services to all children and Cambodian youth at both formal and informal educations systems. With regard to the principle ''education for all'', we wonder if basic education is compulsory and if not, have there been any discussions to introduce compulsory basic education. 
· We would like to inquire about the measures to eliminate violence against women, in particularly domestic violence. 
· How do you address gender stereotyping, particularly within the family, schools, communities and workplaces?
BELGIUM
· Is the government of Cambodia considering issuing a standing invitation to the special procedures and responding positively to the outstanding requests of special rapporteurs to visit the country, such as the special rapporteur on the freedom of peaceful assembly and association, and the special rapporteur on the situation of human rights defenders?
· Is the government considering repealing articles 305, 307, 502 and 523 of the Penal Code regarding defamation, public insult or discrediting of judicial decisions, so as to bring them in line with Cambodia’s obligations under the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights? Is the government also considering to amend or repeal the Law on Associations and Non-Governmental Organizations?
· Will the government of Cambodia repeal the amendments to the Law on Political Parties that permits the arbitrary dissolution of political parties and the ban of party leaders from political activity without due process?
· How is the government of Cambodia protecting LGBTI persons from stigma and discrimination? Does the government consider introducing specific anti-discrimination legislation?
· Which steps does the government of Cambodia take for the provision of legal, health, psychological and rehabilitation services for all survivors of gender-based violence? Does the government consider amending the Law on the Prevention of Domestic Violence and Protection of Victims to provide further criminal remedies and expand the definitions to include all intimate partners?
AUSTRALIA
· Can Cambodia provide an update about progress and next steps on establishing an independent national human rights institution that is consistent with the Paris Principles?
· Australia has raised serious concerns with Cambodia’s 2018 national election process. What steps will the Cambodian Government take to ensure Cambodia has genuinely competitive democratic elections in 2022 and 2023, including by ensuring all citizens can participate in the process and have access to independent media sources?
· Australia is concerned by reports that Cambodian citizens have been subjected to human rights violations during land disputes. Can Cambodia provide information on the steps the Cambodian Government is taking to protect citizens' rights during land disputes, such as ensuring there are meaningful consultations with affected communities, and that land disputes are resolved in a timely manner in accordance with international standards?
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
