· Is the government considering to revise the amended Electoral Law of July 2018, especially article 181a providing fines for unbalanced and partisan media coverage, in order to align it with the obligations of the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia under the ICCPR?
· In January 2018 the government launched public consultations in order to prepare the legislative work to make public information more easily accessible to journalists. Could you give a state of play of this consultations?
