ADVANCE QUESTIONS TO YEMEN (THIRD BATCH)
AUSTRALIA
· Reported instances of gender-based violence in Yemen increased by 36% in 2017. The UN estimates that 3 million women are now at risk of gender-based violence. What is the Yemeni Government doing to address the particular disadvantage which women face across the country?
· Children as young as eight have been recruited as child soldiers by Government-backed forces in Yemen. Reports indicate that they have been used both in support roles and in front line conflict in Shabwah and Hudayah. How will the Yemeni Government address this issue?
· The current conflict in Yemen has resulted in thousands of cases of missing and unaccounted for persons. These cases torment families, hurt communities and decrease the prospects for post-conflict political rebuilding. What steps is the Yemeni government taking to account for the whereabouts of missing persons?
BELGIUM
· What actions have been taken to implement the recommendations formulated by the Committee of the Rights of the Child in its 2014 concluding observations on the report submitted by Yemen under article 8, paragraph 1, of the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the involvement of children in armed conflict in the Republic of Yemen? 
· Will the government establish an independent and competent mechanism to ensure the identification, release, recovery and reintegration of all children, including girls, who have been recruited or used in hostilities by all parties to the conflict?
· How is the government ensuring support to health workers to provide adequate treatment and follow-up on malnutrition cases, particularly for children under five years? How is the government ensuring sufficient allocation of resources for the provision of education during armed conflict, including payment of salaries to teachers and education personnel to ensure continuity in the delivery of quality education services to children?
· With reference to the recommendation made by Belgium during the last UPR, can the Republic of Yemen provide information regarding the steps taken to end any form of discrimination against women and girls, both in practice and in legislation, particularly the provisions remaining in the Personal Status Act, but also the discriminatory provisions in the Penal Code, Citizenship Act and Criminal Code? Has the Government lifted Yemen's reservation to article 29(1) of CEDAW?
· What are the concrete steps taken by the Government related to the recommendation it accepted last UPR to reduce the crimes punishable by death penalty in line with the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights to which Yemen is a party? How many individuals have been sentenced to death and/or executed in the last five years?

· What is the Government of Yemen doing to eliminate child recruitment to the armed conflict?
· What is the Government of Yemen doing to eliminate sexual and gender-based violence in the conflict?
· What is the Government of Yemen doing to protect and promote freedom of religion or belief?
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
