SLOVENIA
· What are the concrete results from the implementation of the policy to eliminate discrimination against the LGBTI community?
· We would be interested to learn what kinds of measures have been adopted to assist and prevent children from living in the street.
BELGIUM
· The Committee on the Rights of the Child noted with concern the high number of teenage pregnancies and of girls pregnant as a result of rape. Which measures is El Salvador further considering to implement existing legislation that guarantees sexual and reproductive health and rights for women and girls? 
· Is El Salvador considering amending its legislation to decriminalize abortion under certain circumstances, for example in case of rape, incest, when the life of the mother is at risk or when the fetus is unviable?
· Does El Salvador have a plan of action to protect the rights of lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender and intersex persons at risk of forced displacement and survivors of gender-based sexual violence? If not, is the country considering to adopt a public policy to protect the LGBTI-community?
· Does the government of El Salvador intend to ratify the International Convention for the Protection of all Persons from Enforced Disappearance in the near future?
· Which measures has the government of El Salvador taken to prevent cases of trafficking of children under 18 years of age, which are particularly at risk of trafficking for commercial sexual exploitation?  Whenever practices of trafficking are detected, how are these children removed from these conditions and rehabilitated, in line with the ILO Committee of Experts on the Application of Conventions and Recommendations (CEACR)? 
CANADA
· Further to the recent plans to develop a commission to investigate impunity and corruption, can El Salvador please provide greater detail on how the government proposes to fight impunity?
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA
· What steps is the government taking to address reports of extrajudicial killings by security forces, and to hold accountable any security force members who have committed them?    
· What is El Salvador doing to address shortcomings in its effective enforcement of labor laws, including in: addressing insufficient labor inspections; improving access of labor inspectors to all worksites in the country; providing and maintaining transportation resources to labor inspectors; and rooting out corruption among inspectors?
· What is El Salvador doing to improve protections for trade unionists from violence perpetrated by employers and ensure that workers’ complaints are adjudicated in a fair and timely manner?
· What is El Salvador doing to ensure that women who have suffered miscarriages of their pregnancies are not prosecuted for aggravated murder?
· How is El Salvador addressing violence against LGBTI individuals and improving police response to these crimes?  How many cases of murder of LGBTI individuals are currently under investigation, and how many cases have been prosecuted to date?
· What steps is the government taking to implement procedures to proactively identify human trafficking victims within vulnerable groups, including children apprehended for illicit gang-related activities, irregular migrants returning to El Salvador, and individuals engaged in commercial sex activities?
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
