GERMANY
· Has the ban on demonstration expressed by the Minister of the Interior in 2018 been lifted? In how far was/is this ban in accordance with Article 10 of the Guinean Constitution? 

· What are the reasons for the continuing delays in the criminal prosecution of the suspected perpetrators of the massacre in September 2009 with more than 150 casualties and over 100 victims of rape? What meaningful efforts does the government take to advance legal prosecutions?

· Which measures has the government taken or intends to take to more effectively prevent genital mutilations? Why are perpetrators most often not persecuted, although genital mutilation is prohibited by law?
PORTUGAL on behalf of the Group of Friends on NMIRF’s
· Could the State-under-review describe its national mechanism or process responsible for coordinating the implementation of accepted UPR recommendations and the monitoring of progress and impact?

· Has the State-under-review established a dedicated ‘national mechanism for implementation, reporting and follow-up’ (NMIRF) covering UPR recommendations, but also recommendations/observations generated by the UN human rights Treaty Bodies, the Special Procedures and relevant regional mechanisms, which, inter alia, clusters all the above, manages them in national databases, coordinates implementation actions across government, monitors progress and impact, and then streamline reporting procedures back to the UN? If so, could the State-under-review briefly share its experience on creating such mechanism, including challenges faced and lessons learnt, as well as any plans or needs to strengthen the NMIRF in the future?

· Liechtenstein recognizes Guinea’s commitment to international criminal justice, as evidenced by its ratification of the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court (ICC).
· What steps has Guinea taken to ratify the Kampala Amendments to the Rome Statute on the crime of aggression?

· What steps has Guinea taken to ratify the Protocol against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Their Parts and Components and Ammunition, supplementing the United Nations Convention against Transnational Organized Crime?
SPAIN

· The Government of Spain congratulates the Government of the Republic of Guinea for the abolition of the death penalty in its legislation but regrets that there are still prisoners whose death sentences have not been commuted after the ban. Therefore, the Government of Spain would like to know if the government plans to commute these existing death sentences as well as whether it will unconditionally support the resolution of the UNGA for a moratorium on the death penalty?
· Given the paralysis of the process on the events that occurred on September 28 and days later, what measures is the Guinean Government taking to start the trial and when does it foresee its start?
· After the recent adoption of the Law for the Promotion and Protection of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, what policies and strategies does the Government intend to adopt to guarantee the dignity, autonomy, empowerment and political and social participation of persons with disabilities?
· What measures are in place to guarantee girls access to education, especially in rural areas?
· What measures is the government taking to protect the lives of human rights defenders and to guarantee they have freedom to exercise their legitimate and peaceful activities?
SLOVENIA 
· When is your state considering to appoint a Focal Point for the Responsibility to Protect (R2P Focal Point*)?

*At the UN World Summit in 2005, heads of state and government anonymously agreed to protect populations from genocide, war crimes, crimes against humanity and ethnic cleansing. No state is immune. It is the primary responsibility of states to protect their own population and the responsibility of the international community to encourage and assist them in doing so. Many states have appointed a senior government official (R2P Focal Point) responsible for the promotion of mass atrocity prevention and cooperation in this regard at the national, regional and international level. 
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA 

· In light of last year’s tenth anniversary of the massacre and rape of over 100 women and girls at the September 28th stadium in Conakry, what steps will the Government of Guinea take to ensure the commencement of a speedy trial for those accused of this horrific crime?
· Given the continued contestation of the results from the February 2018 local elections, the postponement of national legislative elections, and the upcoming presidential elections this year, what steps has the Government of Guinea taken to address outstanding process issues, including the registration of all eligible voters and the creation of a consensual and transparent mechanism to resolve electoral disputes?
· The United States is concerned about restrictions on freedom of association, specifically reports of the use of arrests and other legal measures to unduly constrain and intimidate union activists.  Will the Government of Guinea commit to refrain from detaining individuals for their non-violent efforts to organize and collectively bargain?
· Will the Government of Guinea bring its child labor laws into line with international standards to fully protect children from hazardous work, to which it has committed by ratifying relevant ILO conventions?  What steps will the Government of Guinea take to remove children currently subjected to hazardous work in mining, agriculture, domestic service, and forced begging from such hazardous work?
· The Government of the United States is concerned about press freedom.  What steps will the Government of Guinea take to help journalists and media workers operate free from harassment, intimidation, and threats?
· What steps has the Government of Guinea taken to strengthen the function and independence of the Guinean National Institution for Human Rights to support its conformity with the Paris Principles and ensure greater protection for human rights defenders?
· What steps is the Government of Guinea taking to address instances of violence against women and girls, including early and forced marriage, rape including marital rape, female genital mutilation and cutting?
· What steps has the Government of Guinea taken to reduce overcrowding in prisons, as well as to ensure that all detained individuals be held in humane conditions and do not remain in custody beyond legally prescribed limits?
